Loch Alpine held its annual
canoe races on July 2nd. The

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LASA Sewer Line Cleaning

Does your line need it?

LASA completed its yearly video inspection of segments of the main sewer lines. After careful study of the
video pictures, the method of repair was to install cure-in-place lining to 2100 feet of the system.

This method adds 50 years of life to this portion of our system. During the effort, the video tapes revealed a
number of deteriorated house sewer lines that need repair.

The homeowners were notified. It is important that homeowners watch for problems like slow drainage from
sinks and take action to have blockages between the houses and the LASA main sewer lines cleared. If you
believe that you have a blocked sewer line, notify us immediately at the LASA emergency number 800 776-
1731.

We will quickly determine if it is a main sewer blockage or your sewer line. If it is your line rather than our
line, you will need to call a clean-out vendor. A house sewer line clean -out costs approximately $150 and

should be done at least every 5 years.

Pen and Cob Friendly built
smarter this spring; actually,
they didn't build, they borrowed
a muskrat house and topped it
off with a little swan decor in the
form of feathers and twigs. The
muskrats lived in the basement
and discreetly stayed out of the
way of the short tempered Cob.

Eight eggs hatched but one cygnet
died immediately and was pushed
out of the nest. The remaining
seven entered the water after
spending a few days looking
around and getting used to the
chill in the air.

The flock rapidly dwindled from
seven to three. At first I blamed
the villainous snapping turtles but
the thinning out was so systematic
and quick that I stopped thinking,
near sighted turtle, and began
thinking of ma and pa. I believe
they downsized the family to
make it compatible with the small
lake size and diminished weed
supply. The adult birds don't want
the cygnets to starve, or be in a
weakened condition while learn-
ing their survival lessons, nor do
they want a huge flock banging
into one another when it comes
time to fly.

Big flying birds need lots of space
and the cygnets are starting to
build up strength now by flapping
across the lake.

By November they'll be flying all
over the place and don't panic if
they come down where they
shouldn't. In the past they've been
known to walk around the golf
course, meander down the middle
of the roads and even visit a
backyard patio.

A downed bird will soon get his
bearing and maneuver so that he
has ample room to take off again
or he'll walk back home. They do
like to take their good old time-be
patient-keep dogs and noisy
children from pestering
them and they'll find their way
home.

A downed bird needs a little help
to get out of a dangerous

place, quietly herd it using
outstretched arms, gentle clucking
and slow movements. The bird
will back away from you. They do
not bite, they will not attack you,
they are gentle.

Their number one trick to
intimidate is to raise up to full
height, puff out the neck feathers
and fiercely hiss all the
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while backing away.

The number two trick is to extend
the big wings and flap them in
your face. If a bird can't do any of
these things, he's probably
injured, so carefully fold his wings
and pick him up and
carry him to a safe, secure place
for observation and help.

Even though they are big, they
are very light and they seldom
need our intervention.

I expect this family of swans will
all depart together when the lake
freezes and possibly Pen and Cob
will blow in next April on a spring
breeze, in search of another
muskrat house.
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Library Gears up for

November Election

As the November 8 election day
draws near, the Dexter District
Library comes to the end of a
planning cycle that has generated
significant input from members of
the public. The Library received
feedback from over 200 individu-
als. Throughout this process,
citizens ranked the need for a
larger building as the Library’s top
priority.

Further input from the community
regarding the ideal location
focused the Library’s attention on
sites within the Village. The
Library serves the same geo-
graphic area as the school dis-
trict—over 85 square miles
encompassing not only the Village
of Dexter, but also substantial
portions of all the surrounding
townships. Additional commu-
nity input revealed that no matter
where individuals lived in the
Library’s service area, citizens felt
the best location for an expanded
Library was the Village Central
Business District.

After a lengthy negotiation
process, the Library was able to
secure options to purchase two
Alpine Street properties. These
options allow the Library to
purchase the properties should
the voters approve the ballot
issues.

LOCATION

The proposed location for a new
Library is Alpine Street in down-
town Dexter. The parcels are
located at 3249 and 3269 Alpine
Street. The proposed Library

building would overlook Warrior
Creek Park and the Mill Creek
Bridge. The location is within
easy walking distance of down-
town shops, banks and restau-
rants, a feature most requested by
citizens. The options the Library
has negotiated will expire in June
2006. Until that time, the Library
is certain of the land cost.

BUILDING

During the last ten years, the
number of community members
using the Library has grown
dramatically. The Dexter District
Library is now among the top 10%
of busiest libraries in the State of
Michigan. The Library’s collec-
tions have also grown consider-
ably over this same period. The
rapid growth in the number of
items the Library owns, the
number of people who visit the
Library daily and the volume of
material the Library circulates has
placed a severe strain on the
current building. The Library
Board has worked with several
space planning consultants and
architects to determine a suitable
sized expansion. The Alpine
Street plan calls for a building of
25,000 square feet. This falls at the
conservative end of consultant
recommendations. The building
will be two stories, will alleviate
current building constraints and
provide room to grow for a 15-20
year period. The site will also
provide improved parking and
accommodate a future expansion,
should that be necessary.

CURRENT CONSTRAINTS
The Library’s current building
faces multiple constraints.

* Insufficient room to house new
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books and other materials added
to the collection

* Aisle widths that are too narrow
to facilitate browsing, especially
for children, seniors and people
with disabilities

* Extremely limited study space

* Inability to segregate quiet areas
from public service areas

* Limited capacity for
programming

ELECTION

On November 8, 2005, the
Library will have two issues on
the ballot:

* Library Millage Proposal —will
seek .7 mills for 6 years to provide
additional income to staff and
operate a larger building

* Bond Proposal — will seek
approval of $7.835 million dollars
to construct a 25,000 square foot
new facility

This proposal keeps the total
building cost the same as the 2002
proposal. Additionally, the
overall bond rate has been re-
duced by .2 mills. Through efforts
to economize, the Library has
been able to reduce the millage
request by one half mill for an
overall savings rate of nearly three
quarters of one mill from the
previously proposed project.

It will be necessary for both
issues to pass before the parcels
will be purchased and the con-
struction will begin.
